Can read effectively and are able to communicate clearly and accurately in Standard English.
Second school experience – Evidence needs to be provided of overseas experience and/or teaching in an English school. Evidence needed of teaching NC and across two key stages in more than one setting.

     Pass QTS Skills Tests.

Assessment against QTS:

· Even experienced OTTs will require at least 6 weeks in an English school to demonstrate all the QTS Standards.

· Assessment (normally one day overall for QTS only, one and a half days for QTS and Induction) involves:

· Observation of lessons in two key stages (3 observations if QTS and Induction Standards)

· Interview with the trainee

· Interview with staff in school

· Assessment of portfolio of evidence (evidence can come from overseas, previous teaching posts).

· Evidence of meeting the Standards for Subject Knowledge

Assessment against Induction Standards:

· OTTs with the equivalence of at least two years’ full-time teaching experience may ask to be assessed against the Induction Standards at the assessment and are exempt from the Induction period. Evidence against the Induction Standards must be gathered.
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
